Full Text

The Permanent Forum recommends that States and the United Nations system,
including United Nations country teams, provide support, including funding, for
the efforts of indigenous peoples’ institutions to preserve and revitalize their
languages, with the particular goal of fluency. Such efforts may include the
sharing of positive experiences and the establishment of informal networks or
caucuses involved in the promotion and revitalization of indigenous languages, as
well as the use of information and communications technology in indigenous
languages. It is important that States provide adequate funding for language
revitalization and the preservation of cultural heritage as it relates to indigenous
languages. In addition, States should facilitate funding for indigenous language
projects from external donors, including the private sector, in accordance with
law.
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
